	P9: As to the CFRA resource related information in LTM MAC CE, it is the information similar to those in the legacy PDCCH order triggered RACH, including preamble index, UL/SUL indicator, SSB index, PRACH Mask index (FFS which config is referring to), and FFS on the Msg1 repetition number, and FFS additional info, 


The above agreement is to clarify the requirement of indication information by LTM Cell Switch Command MAC CE while triggering PRACH transmission on a target cell by the MAC-CE. And corresponding feature has been captured in corresponded RAN1 spec. However, such feature has not been reflected for PDCCH ordered PRACH in NTN scenario.
Besides, some parameter names are not aligned between TS 38.213 and TS 38.321, i.e., LTM Cell Switch Command MAC CE and the indefinite Article used before LTM Cell Switch Command MAC CE is inappropriate.
