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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes evaluation and conclusion for the KI#6 in the study of FS_VMR_Ph2.  
1. Proposal
It is proposed to accept the following changes to TR 23.700-45.

Key Issue #6: Support of Emergency services for UEs via a MWAB
Solution#12, #13 and #14 are proposed to address Key Issue #6, Support of Emergency services for UEs via a MWAB.
Solution #12 describes mainly the graceful release of the UEs connected via the MWAB-gNB when the MWAB-UE authorization state is changed to not allowed. The graceful release handling is applicable to all UEs regardless if it has emergency PDU sessions. The location service for emergency service is mainly rely on the solutions for KI#5.
Solution #13 describes mainly how a specific BH PDU session shall be used for emergency service from the UEs connected via MWAB-gNB. It proposes to have a specific slice/DNN for such BH PDU session.
Solution #14 describes two scenarios: 1) MWAB can move the connected UEs to other cells while the MWAB-UE has an emergency PDU session as well; 2) UEs connected via MWAB-gNB have emergency PDU sessions and MWAB can’t move UEs to other cells. When MWAB-UE is not authorized and scenario 1, the BH AMF informs MWAB-UE via NAS that the MWAB-UE is only allowed for emergency service and the UEs connected via MWAB-gNB will be moved to other cells. After indication from MWAB-UE, the BH AMF updates the MWAB-UE again to indicate that MWAB-UE is only registered for emergency service. For the scenario 2, the MWAB-UE indicates to BH AMF that there is emergency service pending and BH AMF needs to wait further until MWAB-UE indicates that emergency service is completed.

KI#6: Support of Emergency services for UEs via a MWAB Conclusion

The following aspects are taken as way forward during normative work:
-
The emergency service for connected UE may be delivered via a specific BH PDU session established by the MWAB-UE based on specific slice/DNN which is part of the subscription of the MWAB-UE.

-
When MWAB is no longer authorized to provide MWAB-gNB based on service authorization and configuration from OAM, it triggers the move of connected UEs to other cells based on existing procedures (e.g. graceful release) regardless if there is emergency service for connected UEs.
-
The MWAB-gNB releases the RAN-CN connection and may further inform the MWAB-UE to trigger the release of BH PDU sessions or deregistration.
-
In case the MWAB-gNB is not able move the connected UEs to other cells immediately, the MWAB-gNB may delay the release of RAN-CN connection and the instruction to the MWAB-UE on the release of the specific BH PDU session for emergency service.
-
The coordination of the MWAB-gNB service authorization/configuration from OAM and the update of subscription data (e.g. slice/DNN) of the MWAB-UE is handled by OAM/management system and not required to synch via 3GPP procedures.
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
