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WT-1.3 of Release 19 work includes “Study new use cases, requirements and solutions for energy efficiency and energy saving, applying to NG-RAN and/or 5GC and/or network slicing, (including but not limited to intent based, analytics based and AI/ML assisted energy saving)”. This pCR adds a new use case and a requirement to handle scenarios where an energy provider / distributer to the network is facing energy generation / distribution shortages and the network operator has to take appropriate energy saving actions.

Description

In this use case, the 3GPP network management system becomes aware of current or upcoming power shortages. The network operator in turn takes actions to ensure the delivery of communication services such as emergency calls, first responder communication, voice calls etc. while reducing energy use.
5.X.2
Potential requirements

REQ-Energy_Shortage_Handling-01: The 3GPP management system, in case it is made aware of current energy shortages or upcoming energy shortages, should be able to take appropriate measures to conserve energy use in the network while ensuring delivery of important communication services.
Note: Examples for communication services that need to be preserved include emergency calls, first responder communication, voice calls etc.
