There will be an overall cap of 10 tdocs (discussion papers and CRs counted against the cap) per company X where company X is listed as first source company on the cover sheet, for the following Work Items:
· 5GProtoc18 Work Items (this includes both the 5GProtoc18 and the 5GProtoc18-non3GPP WICs)
· Non-IMS TEI18

Handling of Rel-19 documents
As per the guidance discussed at CT Plenary #103 and captured in CP-240306:
· Rel-19 stage 3 WIDs with stage 2 dependencies and without a TSG-approved stage 2 WID will not be treated
· Rel-19 stage 3 WIDs with stage 2 dependencies and with a TSG-approved stage 2 WID will be discussed and can be agreed based on consensus
· Rel-19 stage 3 WIDs without stage 2 dependencies (e.g. 5GProtoc19) will be discussed and can be agreed based on consensus
· No Rel-19 CRs will be agreed

During the Meeting

4. All revisions must be in a zip file named “C1-24xxxx.zip” where 24xxxx is the assigned tdoc number. Any file name differently or in a different format (e.g. unzipped Word file) will be deleted from the Inbox by the CT1 secretary.
4. Revisions in the Inbox will periodically be moved by the CT1 secretary to an Update folder. If you uploaded your revision to the Inbox and no longer see it, it has been moved to an Update folder. Do NOT re-upload the revision to the Inbox as it causes multiple versions of the same tdoc to be on the server.
1. Delegates can use the Draft folder of the local ftp server to share drafts
1. Email discussion can be used to progress discussion and can run either via the CT1 exploder or run offlist 
6. Comments given in emails are not considered part of the official meeting and cannot prevent agreement of a tdoc. Only comments made during a session are part of the official meeting.
