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1. Overall Description:
CT1 thanks SA2 for the reply LS (C1-243022/S2-2405797) on LCS user plane connection binding to the UE. Based on SA2 agreed resolutions, CT1 has agreed attached CRs to TS 24.572 covering following points:
· The UE can initiate a UE requested user plane connection establishment procedure to the LMF which triggers the LMF-initiated user plane connection establishment procedure;
· In either UE-initiated or LMF-initiated case, the LMF initiates the user plane connection establishment procedure with providing LCS-UP binding ID (called LCS UP connection ID in SA2) and LMF LCS-UP address to the UE;
· user plane connection and binding procedure via UP is done before UE sending the acknowledgement of the user plane connection establishment command (call flow see Annex of C1-243586 for information); and
· The LCS-UP binding ID is used to associate the UE with the user plane connection during the user plane connection establishment procedure. The LCS-UP binding ID will be released once used, in order to avoid security threats.
