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1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to thank GSMA for their LS in C1-243508. CT1 would like to provide the following necessary clarifications about the following inaccurate statements in the LS:

The aim here is to adress devices which are stuck in the status of disabled N1 mode. According to TS.24.501 4.9.1 the only way to reactivate N1 mode for the device is to power-cycle or remove SIM-card. TSGVVEC envisages that a device may re-enable N1 mode based on signalling via the TS.43 protocol

· The UE disables N1 mode capability due to many reasons such as: IMS not available, explicit NAS rejection with 5GMM cause #27, reaching maximum attempt counter value,..etc 
· For re-enabling N1 mode: 
a. The UE can run an implementation specific timer to re-enable N1 mode in addition to power OFF/ON switch and USIM removal; see clause 4.9.2 in TS 24.501 and TF/TG timer in clause 3.1 in TS 23.122.
b. In the rare case of not finding any alternative cell, the UE has the option to re-enable the N1 mode; see case c) or d) in clause 4.9.2 in TS 24.501.
c. There are other few cases of immediate re-enabling of N1 mode due to UE usage setting change, performing PLMN selection, ..etc.; see clause 4.9.2 in TS 24.501
· The UE behaviour regarding disabling and re-enabling of N1 mode according to cases defined in CT1 specification is not modified by any other means.

Given above information, CT1 does not have enough knowledge about TSGVVEC work or approach to provide any useful feedback to the following question.  

Question to CT1

TSGVVEC would like to make sure that its work is not interfering or counterworking anything discussed in CT1.
