When a UE is using 3GPP RAT(s) as well as non-3GPP WLAN access technology, the 3GPP system will select the most appropriate 3GPP RAT or non-3GPP WLAN access technology for one or more services active on theUE. This subclause covers MPS handling when 3GPP RAT(s) and non-3GPP WLAN access technology are being used for one or more services active on a UE.
The system shall support MPS based on operator policy when the UE is using E-UTRA3GPP RAT(s) and non-3GPP WLAN and connected to the same EPC.
The system shall support MPS based on operator policy when the UE is using 3GPP RAT(s) and non-3GPP WLAN and connected to the same 5GC.

[bookmark: _Toc178347762]
MPS can be supported in 3GPP systems with satellite. Support of MPS when the UE/IoT device has satellite access is important during certain disaster scenarios such as when terrestrial access networks are unavailable or degraded. In some cases, satellite might be the only available access (e.g., remote areas with only satellite coverage or during terrestrial access network failure) and therefore critical for MPS communications.
The following subclauses provide requirements specific to MPS support in 3GPP systems with satellite (e.g., satellite access to EPC/5GC).  
NOTE:	The following conditions apply to all requirements in clause 11:
-	MPS support is subject to regulatory rules,
-	MPS is supported by terrestrial operator policy,
-	MPS is supported by satellite operator policy (if the satellite operator is not the terrestrial operator), and
-	MPS is supported by terrestrial operator and satellite operator agreements (if any).
11.1	MPS for MMTEL voice and video
11.1.1	General
The system with satellite shall support MPS for MMTEL voice and video as specified in clause 9.1 and 9.2.







11.1.2	Service continuity
The system shall support MPS for MMTEL voice/video continuity when features for service continuity as specified in clause 6.46.3 of TS 22.261 [7] are supported within a satellite network (e.g., ISLs), between satellite networks, and between a terrestrial access network and a satellite access network.
11.2	MPS for DTS
11.2.1	General
The system with satellite shall support MPS for DTS as specified in clause 9.3.









11. 2.3	Service continuity
The system shall support MPS for DTS continuity when features for service continuity as specified in clause 6.46.3 of TS 22.261 [7] are supported within a satellite network (e.g., ISLs), between satellite networks, and between a terrestrial access network and a satellite access network.
11. 3	MPS for Messaging services
11. 3.1	General
The system with satellite shall support MPS for Messaging services as specified in clause 9.4.
