Key Issue #2: Subscription and policy control to support energy efficiency and energy saving as service criteria
For KI#2, the following enhancements on subscription and policy control are agreed for normative work to support energy efficiency and energy saving as service criteria in the 5GS:
-
The following energy related subscription data are supported:

-
Energy saving authorization information to allow the network to perform energy saving for the UE.
-
Energy related limits (e.g., energy consumption limits) per UE, optionally with validity conditions (i.e. validity time window and/or area).

-
The above information is stored as part of subscription data in the UDM/UDR. 



-
The PCF may take into account energy related information and subscription data when making policy decisions on the following policies:

-
AM policy: UE-AMBR, UE-Slice-MBR, RFSP Index.
-
SM policy: QoS information for non-GBR traffic (e.g. Session-AMBR).
-
UE policy: URSP (e.g. S-NSSAI and Access Type preference in the Route Selection Descriptor).
-
BDT policy: recommended time window for the background data transfer.
-
The PCF may provision and update validity conditions (i.e. validity time window and/or area) associated with the above information in the policies, for energy saving within a specific time period and/or area.
Editor's note:
Other information in these policies which can be determined and provided/updated for enforcement based on energy related information or subscription data is FFS, and can be decided during normative phase.

-
The PCF may take into account the following energy related information when making policy decisions:

-
energy related limits (e.g., energy consumption limits) per network slice.
-
energy consumption and/or energy efficiency per network slice.
-
energy consumption per NF.
-
energy consumption per Application ID, UE, PDU Session or QoS flow, if available.
-
other energy related information, e.g. load information and/or resource usage per network slice or per NF, data volume per Application ID.

-
validity information (i.e. validity time window and/or area) associated with the above information.
-
energy related analytics provided by the NWDAF.

-
information (e.g. energy credit) provided by the CHF.

What additional energy related information can be taken into account for policy control is to be decided in normative phase.
