1.	Each UE/SUPI performs separate registration procedure and includes "Reg-ID" assigned by the DualSteer layer in Registration request.
2.	The "Reg-ID" is further forwarded by the AMF to the UDM. The presence of "Reg-ID" in Registration request from the UE also acts as an indication that the UE is used with a DualSteer device.
3.	If the UE has DualSteer subscription then the UDM also provides the additional subscription information as concluded for KI#1.1, in Access and Mobility Subscription data and SMF Selection subscription data to the AMF.
4.	If the network supports DualSteer feature then the AMF sends a support indication to the UE in Registration Accept.
