In the work item UIA_ARC it is described that the UE/5G-RG may send the Device Identifier and user plane address of the non-3GPP device to the SMF, which related to the requirements on user identities in TS TS 22.101.
The requirements in TS TS 22.101 enables identities for devices. These can be used within the 3GPP system e.g. to provide customized services, access to services or network slices and enhanced charging. The identities can also be provided to external entities. The charging aspects are further detailed in TS TS 22.115 where it states that the information about the identity can be made available in the charging information. The support of identifying non-3GPP devices connecting behind a UE/5G-RG will be described in TS 23.501.
