3	Justification
In Release 8, LTE was added as an access technology. The feature set in Release 8 provides a basis for EPS support. At Release 9, 10, 11, 12, 13,14, 15, 16, 17 and 18 further work was identified. At Release 19 the need for other new capabilities is being identified.
There may be technical improvements and enhancements to EPS NAS protocol, not of sufficient significance to be normally covered by a work item.
4	Objective
The scope of the work includes the technical improvements and enhancements to EPS NAS, not of sufficient significance to be normally covered by a dedicated work item. 
The scope of the work also includes:
1) Such changes relating to SAE involved in CS fallback (including SGs enhancements) or CS fallback to 1x.
2) Impact on GPRS relating to interworking with LTE.
Changes relating to the support of EPC on non-3GPP accesses are covered on the separate acronym "SAES19-non3GPP".
The scope of the work also includes Rel-19 only CRs to TSs in section 5 of this WID which correct requirements introduced by a work item of an earlier release. Cover page of such CRs will indicate both SAES19 work item code and work item code of the work item which introduced the requirement in the earlier release.
The scope of the work does not include following:
1) PS domain enhancements where parallel changes are identified to both EPS and GPRS; and
2) CRs to TSs not in section 5 of this WID.
The work item is not a substitute for issues:
1)	where a study item has already been created by other WG (a separate building block should be created for that WID, once the study item becomes a feature work item);
2)	where a feature work item has already been created by other WG (a separate building block should be created for that WID); or
3)	for work involving significant changes over multiple CRs in CT1 (where a separate feature WID should be created).
