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Abstract of the contribution: This discussion paper discusses need for support of 204 status code for HTTP GET method. The 204 status code need to be supported for service specific usage when the GET request has been treated successfully but no information matching the query parameter(s) can be returned.
1 Overall description
The NF service server may not able to response any information when treating the Get method, which the request has been treated successfully but no information matching the query parameter(s) can be returned. No suitable HTTP status code have been defined for this scenario. The HTTP status code supported on SBI table needs an update for this case.
2	Discussion
Currently the GET method does not support the 204 status code in 3GPP TS 29.500 as defined in Table 5.2.7.1-1: HTTP status code supported on SBI. But there are some cases that the NF service server may not able to response any information when treating the Get method, which the request has been treated successfully but no information matching the query parameter(s) can be returned.
For example, the BSF may not able to response the individual information if no PCF for a PDU Session binding information matching the query parameter(s). Meanwhile the GET request has been treated successfully. 
Take NWDAF as another example, if the request NWDAF Analytics data does not exist when treating the GET request (e.g. when the NF service consumer request an prediction data; when the analytic is still under processing), the NWDAF may not able to response the analytics with parameters as relevant for the requesting NF service consumer
Observation1: It is better to support successful case with no content to be responded for the GET method for some specific service.  
3	Conclusion
