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Introduction
This document proposes how to handle some items proposed for agreement in RAN1 under the MIMO work item agenda that are beyond the agreed MIMO WI scope. 
Discussion
During RAN1#117, RAN1 discussed some proposed items not within the scope of Rel-19 MIMO WID [1], including the followings:
· Support of 3Tx non-codebook-based transmissions
· Support of partial-coherent 3Tx codebook-based transmissions
· Support of antenna switching with 3T3R and 3T6R
· Support of 2 TAs for asymmetric DL sTRP/UL mTRP deployment scenarios
During the RAN1 discussions, some companies proposed that inclusion of these items should be agreed in RAN plenary before RAN1 agrees to specify them.

Therefore, it seems clear that any up-scoping of the MIMO work item should not be considered before September 2024 (RAN#105).
Conclusion

Proposal 1: Any proposed up-scoping of the MIMO work item should not be discussed until RAN#105. RAN1 should not spend meeting time discussing such items in Q3.
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
