In this contribution, we discuss the question and propose our reply to the question. 
Discussion
Following agreements were achieved in RAN1#112bis [2]:
	 Agreement
Support SL-based RSTD, Rx-Tx time difference, RToA, AoA, RSRPP measurement and report for the first path and optionally additional path.
· No specification impact for how to set the additional path measurements
· From RAN1 perspective, no performance requirements are expected to be defined for the additional-path measurements in Rel-18.

Support higher layer signaling for sidelink positioning measurement report and report triggering.
· Up to RAN2 to discuss detailed signaling design. 
· FFS on SCI based report triggering.

The UE may be configured to measure and report one or more of the SL RSTD, SL Rx-Tx time difference, SL RTOA, SL PRS-RSRPP, for the first detected path and up to 8 additional detected paths, and SL PRS-RSRP measurements. The UE may be configured, via [higher layer parameter(s)], to measure and report one or more of the SL AoA, SL PRS-RSRPP for the first path and up to 2 additional detected paths, and SL PRS-RSRP measurement.



[bookmark: _Hlk166073615]It can be seen that RAN1 only defined the measurements and reports, which one or more to be reported by a UE is up to higher layer configuration. Therefore, from RAN1 perspective SL PRS-RSRP or SL PRS-RSRPP can be reported standalone if corresponding configuration and associated higher layer signaling are defined by RAN2.
