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Introduction
In R4-2406715 [1] a way forward has been defined on Rx requirements for n100/n101 cab-radio.

This contribution provides the motivation for not including the Rx requirements for n100/n101 PC1 HPUE cab-radio in the 3GPP specifications and proposes two draft CRs to capture this in TR 38.852 and TR 38.853.
Discussion
With LTE_NR_HPUE_FWVM_REL18 WI [2] the support of PC1 HPUE transmitting in bands n100 and n101 has been introduced, and reflected in TS 38.101-1 [3] and TR 37.829 [4]. 
At the start of that work it was known to UIC that the HPUE cab-radio requirements as defined in ECC DEC(20)02 [5] were significantly more stringent than the receiver specifications in TS 38.101-1, as also demonstrated by the recent ETSI TC RT contribution RT(24)000109 [6]. As ECC DEC(20)02 [5] is only applicable to European CEPT countries for the deployment of FRMCS, and in ETSI TC RT industries specifically interested in developing products for FRMCS are active, and the general need to create a set of ETSI specifications for FRMCS based on an EU Mandate, the work on cab-radio HPUE receive specifications was included in ETSI workitem DTS/RT-0071 [7] to create ETSI TS 103.793 [8].
Conclusions 
Based on the discussion above, the following proposals were formulated: 
Proposal 1: Agree not to state in the TS 38.101-1 that band n100/n101 cab-radio receiver requirements are not covered in the TS.
Proposal 1: Agree to reflect in the TR 38.852 and TR 38.853 that the band n100/n101 cab-radio receiver requirements are covered in the ETSI TS 103.793 as proposed in the draft CRs [9] and [10].
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
