The two components of MWAB, i.e. MWAB-UE and MWAB-gNB, are configured independently. The MWAB-UE is configured by its HPLMN and/or the BH PLMN (if roaming) for the operations. The MWAB-gNB is configured by the MWAB Broadcasted PLMN. The MWAB-UE and MWAB-gNB may be also pre-configured with some operation parameters. 
In order to support MWAB operation, the MWAB-UE should be configured with the following information, besides the normal configurations for a UE:
-	(optional) UE Local Configurations of the BH PDU session(s) parameters;
-	(optional) dedicated BH PDU session parameters for Emergency Service support (as described in clause 5.x.8).

In order to support MWAB operation, the MWAB-gNB should be configured with the following information:
-	Address of the OAM server (e.g. IP address, FQDN) of the MWAB Broadcasted PLMN;
-	(optional) configurations on when/where to turn on/off the MWAB-gNB operation;
-	AS layer operation parameters for the NG-RAN as defined in TS 38.300 [27].
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
