Following conclusions are proposed for KI#3:
Based on PCF request, NWDAF may provide assistance information analytics to PCF to assist with QoS determination and/or modification of QoS parameters at PCF. The PCF may take the assistance information into account to determine the final QoS to be implemented, based on the operator's policy. . 
After the PCF implements derives the final QoS, based on updated assistance information provided by NWDAF (the updated assistance information may include candidate QoS parameters, the analytics of the duration and usage of established QoS Flows), the PCF may determine to perform provision modified QoS towards the SMF.  based on newly generated assistance information provided by NWDAF . 
In detail, 
· The PCF may send a single analytics request to NWDAF for providing QoS and policy assistance information analytics. The PCF may, includeing analytics ID(s), Filter Information, one or multiple sets of QoS parameters, one or multiple time window(s), target QoE/ service experience (e.g. QoE)/ performance information of a service, etc. 
NOTE 1 2:	details of the input data parameters in the PCF request will be discussed in normative stage.

· Expected QoE and applicable time window(s) for each of the candidate QoS parameters provided by the PCF.one or multiple set(s) of candidate QoS parametersthat provided as input  associated with the corresponding priorities and  predicted target QoE/ service experience/ performance information. 	Comment by Samsung-rev05: Whole bullet is Nokia’s wording
NOTE 2:	the applicable time window(s) are associated with QoS parameters and are subset of the Analytics target period. 
Editor’s note:	whether to introduce new service or reuse existing service for providing candidate QoS is FFS. 
· AA combination of (enhanced) existing analytics that are valid and used within during the same validity period, , including i.e the Observed service experience, QoS sustainability, UE Communication, Network Performance analytics, analytics of the duration and usage of the established QoS Flows. Possible enhancements to the existing analytics and/or introducing the analytics will be determined in the normative phase.
NOTE 3 4:	To provide the assistance for policy control and QoS, NWDAF shall not be aware of PCF internal logic.
NOTE 4:	Details of the input data and corresponding sources for generating QoS assistance information and providing the corresponding analytics by NWDAF will be discussed in normative stage.
NOTE 5: NWDAF can monitor the accuracy performance of the assistance information analytics based on a request from PCF.
