Annex <X>: Relationship between SBMA and VNF generic OAM functions

Regarding the relationship between the VNF generic OAM functions framework and SBMA defined in 3GPP TS 28.533 [ref-ts28.533] the following can be considered. 

Like in the case of NFV-MANO, VNF generic OAM functions reside outside the SBMA domain. In SBMA, a MnS producer can consume management interfaces provided by VNF generic OAM functions and can expose a corresponding service to MnS consumers.
