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Introduction

In the previous RAN2 meeting, the following agreements were achieved for the report of applicable functionality [1]. This paper further discusses the report of applicable functionality.
Agreements for positioning and beam management 

1 Support proactive reporting of UE-sided applicable functionality, e.g., the UE reports its applicable AI/ML functionalities via UAI message/LPP message.  

2 Support reactive reporting of UE-sided applicable functionality.  The NW configures AI/ML functionalities via RRC/LPP message.  FFS what the configuration contains. FFS how to report applicable functionality and what is applicable functionality 

3
FFS how the two approaches will be specified and whether we can combine them into one procedure.    FFS how to report applicable functionality, what is applicable functionality, how the UE determines which function is applicable or not (if it is needed)
Discussion

2.1 Applicable functionality
In the RAN2#125 meeting, RAN2 agreed to support 2 approaches to report UE-sided applicable functionality: proactive or reactive. However, it is unclear what applicable functionality is and how to report applicable functionality. Before discussing how to report, RAN2 should have common understanding for purpose of applicable functionality. 
Therefore, we propose 3 options as baseline;

· Option1: Applicable functionality reporting is to check whether UE can use the functionality requested NW
· Option2: Applicable functionality reporting is to check the performance of the functionality requested NW
· Option3: Applicable functionality reporting is to check whether UE can use the functionality requested NW and the performance of it
For Option1, it should be noted that “whether UE can use the functionality requested NW” means whether the UE can predict in accordance with NW request. For example, UE status may decide the applicable functionalities. In this option, it is important to discuss what UE status should be taken into consideration for the applicability. Since the applicable functionalities are not considered for non-AI functionality, we think it is reasonable to focus on only AI-related UE status. One potential example could be model availability. If the UE have the capability for the functionality requested NW but doesn’t have any model for the functionality, applicable functionality is “No”.

For Option2, it should be noted that there are many options how to evaluate the performance (e.g., NW configure the threshold for performance evaluation, UE monitors the performance before reporting).
Proposal 1: RAN2 should discuss following 3 options as baseline to have common understanding for purpose of applicable functionality.

· Option1: Applicable functionality reporting is to check whether UE can use the functionality requested NW

Note: not included any UE status not related to AI functionality (e.g., UE power).
· Option2: Applicable functionality reporting is to check the performance of the functionality requested NW

· Option3: Applicable functionality reporting is to check whether UE can use the functionality requested NW and the performance of it
The necessity of Option1/3 depends on the frequency of model update. Therefore, companies deployed model should align the understanding of the frequency of model update.
Proposal 2: To decide the necessity of Option1/3, companies deployed model should align the understanding of the frequency of model update.

2.2 Proactive reporting
In the RAN2#125 meeting, RAN2 supported proactive reporting of UE-sided applicable functionality and assumes using UAI or LPP message for proactive reporting. According to TS38.331, the procedure of UAI is following figure [2].

Though UAI is UE-triggered signalling, NW needs to configure UAI configuration. Even proactive reporting of UE-sided applicable functionality UE-triggered, NW should configure UAI configuration as well as legacy procedure of UAI. RAN2 should confirm this principle.
Proposal 3: RAN2 should confirm that NW should configure UAI configuration to proactively report UE-sided applicable functionality.
2.3 Reactive reporting
In the RAN2#125 meeting, RAN2 supported reactive reporting of UE-sided applicable functionality and assumes that NW configures AI/ML functionalities using RRC or LPP message for reactive reporting. However, it is FFS what the configuration contains and how to report applicability functionality. For reactive reporting, to discuss what to contain in the reporting configuration and how to report applicable functionality, RAN2 should discuss 3 options proposed by Proposal 1.
Proposal 4: To discuss what to contain in the reporting configuration and how to report applicable functionality, RAN2 should discuss 3 options proposed by proposal 1.
Conclusion 

Based on the discussion in the previous sections, we made the following proposals:
<Applicable functionality>

Proposal 1: RAN2 should discuss following 3 options as baseline to have common understanding for purpose of applicable functionality.

· Option1: Applicable functionality reporting is to check whether UE can use the functionality requested NW

Note: not included any UE status not related to AI functionality (e.g., UE power).
· Option2: Applicable functionality reporting is to check the performance of the functionality requested NW

· Option3: Applicable functionality reporting is to check whether UE can use the functionality requested NW and the performance of it
Proposal 2: To decide the necessity of Option1/3, companies deployed model should align the understanding of the frequency of model update.

<Proactive reporting>

Proposal 3: RAN2 should confirm that NW should configure UAI configuration to proactively report UE-sided applicable functionality.
<Reactive reporting>

Proposal 4: To discuss what to contain in the reporting configuration and how to report applicable functionality, RAN2 should discuss 3 option proposed by proposal 1.
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
