RAN2 thanks RAN3 for their LS on early TA acquisition for the inter-DU scenario. 
Based on the discussion in RAN2, RAN2 would like to provide the following answers to RAN3’s questions.
Question 1: Are shared preamble resources from the RAN2 agreement, consisting of the combination of SSB index, PRACH mask index, and preamble index, necessary, or is the preamble index list sufficient?
Answer: The preamble index list is sufficient for early TA acquisition.
Question 2: When using the RA-RNTI, is “SSB Positions In Burst” a necessary parameter to associate the TA value with a specific UE?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Answer: Yes, the ‘SSB Positions In Burst’ is a necessary parameter for the source gNB-DU to associate the TA value with a specific UE. This parameter should be signalled directly between the gNB-DU and gNB-CU via a separate IE, rather than being included in an RRC container.
