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1.	 Discussion / Background on the Term “User”
The Study on User Identities and Authentication Architecture (FS_UIA_ARC, TS 23.700-32) study in SA2 includes 4 Key Issues.

1. Identifying the Human User of a Subscription
2. Authentication and Authorization of Users and Restrictions on Users
3. Exposure of User Identity Profile Information
4. Identifying non-3GPP Devices Connecting behind a UE or 5G-RG

Key Issues #1, #2, and #3 apply the case where the “user” is a human user of a UE.

In Key Issue #4, the “user” to be identified is a “non-3GPP” device that connects behind a gateway UE or 5G-RG.  For example, Key Issue #4 includes the following text.
-	whether and how the operator can optionally restrict the number of simultaneously active User Identifiers per UE or 5G-RG.
NOTE 0: 	The User Identifiers in the above bullet means the identifiers of the devices behind gateway UE or 5G-RG.


The following SA1 requirements are the basis for FS_UIA_ARC in SA2.
· Section 26a “User Identity” of TS 22.101.
· Section 5.2.17 “User Identity” of TS 22.115. 

The SA1 study that is the basis for these requirements took place was called “Study on user-centric identifiers and authentication” (TR 22.904).

It is important to point out that TS 22.101 explains: “The user to be identified could be an individual human user, using a UE with a certain subscription, or an application running on or connecting via a UE, or a device (“thing”) behind a gateway UE.”
· Key Issues #1, #2, and #3 apply to the individual human user case.
· Key Issue #4 applies to device (“thing”) behind a gateway UE case.




2.	 Status of FS_UIA_ARC at SA #104
Key Issues #1, #2, and #3 (i.e. the human user key issues) do not have agreed conclusions.

Key Issue #4 does have an agreed conclusions in TR 23.700-32. The conclusions address the following SA1 requirements from TS 22.101.

· The 3GPP network shall be able to provide a User Identifier for a non-3GPP device that is connected to the network via a UE that acts as a gateway.
· The 3GPP system shall be able to take User Identity specific service settings and parameters into account when delivering a service.
· The operator and the subscriber shall be able to restrict the number of simultaneously active User Identifiers per UE.

A WID proposal (S2-2407285) to initiate normative work based on the key issue #4 conclusion was noted at SA2 #163. The main objection was that at least one company thought that the “title and justification are misleading” since they refer to user identities.

Observation: Usage of the term “user identity” and reference to the SA1 requirements is appropriate even for Key Issue #4 when we consider the explanations above.

3.	 Proposal
It is proposed to approve a UIA_ARC WID (SP-24xxxx) for SA2 to handle the normative work for the Key Issue #4 conclusion.
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
