Rationale

In TS 23.700-66 it has been concluded to introduce a new network function to collect, calculate and expose energy related information.

“

A new network functionality is defined to collect and calculate the energy related information and exposes to the authorized consumer subject to operator's policy:

-
If the authorized consumer is AF, the granularities include: per UE, per UE per application, per PDU session.

-
If the authorized consumer is 5GC NFs, the granularities include: per application, per UE, per-UE-per-QoS flow, per PDU session.

“
The data collected and processed is done in different granularities to which one is per UE. As no UE registers to a network without a subscription, there’s a relationship between a UE and a subscriber. To comply with regional legislation concerning collection of subscriber related information it’s a necessity to enable the means for compliance. As an examples similar means have been enabled as part of NWDAF data collection described in TS 23.288 clause 6.2.2.1 
The contribution proposes to inherit the user consent framework described in TS 33.501 Annex V to ensure compliance with regional legislation.

Introduction

This solution addresses KI#1 and aspects in relation of being compliant to regional legislation related to collection of user related information. When a UE registers to the network, it authenticates through a subscription linking to the subscriber to the UE. This implies a relationship between a UE and a subscriber. Regional legislation mandates acceptance from the User prior to collection of user related information. As example, information collection from NWDAF has similar procedure described in TS 23.288 [a] clause 6.2.2.2.
