5.1.0.1	Description
To expose management services through the CAPIF framework, the 3GPP management system should define the functional entity to provide the API provider domain functions (i.e., API Exposing Function (AEF), API management function (AMF), API publishing function (APF)) as defined by the CAPIF framework in clause 6.3 of TS 23.222[5]. 
[bookmark: OLE_LINK13]For the present document, the functional entity is called the management services exposure domainfunction (MSEDF). The MSEDF can consume CCF APIs (i.e., CAPIF-3, CAPIF-4 and CAPIF-5 interfaces) and allow API invokers to access management services through service APIs (using CAPIF-2/2e interface).



Figure 5.1.0-1: MSEDF implementproviding the API provider domain functions as defined by the CAPIF framework.
The MSEDF implementprovides the CAPIF API provider domain functions, and the following can apply for this functional entity:
-	The MSEDF is a non-binding name. The final name will be discussed on normative phase.

-	The following aspects can apply for the MSEDF is not a management function (MnF) as defined in TS 28.533[2] because:
-	The MSEDF requires implementproviding CAPIF interfaces, which are not defined in the 3GPP management system.
-	The MSEDF publishes the management service APIs for discovery through the CAPIF core function (CCF) and exposes the management services for invocation by external MnS consumers through the AEF of the MSED.

-	The MSEF is not an MnS producer as defined in TS 28.533[2].
-	The possible deployment options of the MSEDF will be documentedagreed at the normative phase.
-	The MSEF should be able to expose one or more management services.
-	Whether the MSEDF needs to implementprovide the required mappings between SA5 and SA6 data types will be discussed in normative phase.
