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1 Year 2002 Budget 

The budget for 2002 was discussed and agreed in principle during OP#6 (see OP#6(01)06).  However, that 
meeting took place before the ETSI General Assembly at which the ETSI budget for 2002 was agreed.  This 
has led to a revised figure for 3GPP overheads which are now estimated as 1784 kEUR rather than 1884 
kEUR as previously proposed.  One staff member, who does not fall within the MCC structure (Mr Shicheng 
Hu) is now spending 100% of his time supporting 3GPP, managing the development of the TTCN test cases 
for TSG T.  His cost is now shown as a separate entry in the budget.  The revised budget proposal is given 
below and it’s derivation can be found at Annex A:
