Directions:

Air 
All the major airlines currently fly into Nice Côte d'Azur International Airport with approximately 1360 scheduled flights every week. More information about flying into Nice can be found on the Nice Airport website. 

Rail
By rail, Nice SNCF station is only 7 hours from Paris. It is a 30 minute drive from Nice station to the centre. Timetables and other information can be obtained from the SNCF website. 

Road
By car leave the A8 Autoroute at Cagnes-sur-Mer, and then follow the signs for La Colle sur Loup and Saint Paul de Vence. (Map and detailed directions)
