Introduction

3GPP and 3GPP2 have made a concerted effort to align the specifications which define their respective core networks.  For this to be done effectively it is necessary for the two sets of specifications to contain common images and textual passages.
In October 2002, the 3GPP2 Heads of Delegation request the 3GPP Heads of Delegation to grant copyright release of 3GPP Release 5 and 6 specifications.  This request was discussed during OP#8 and the following conclusion drawn:

Mr Cushieri (3GPP2 Observer) requested that in order to progress a harmonised approach for the development of an IP Core Network in 3GPP and 3GPP2, that it would be practical for 3GPP2 to be granted copyright release for specific 3GPP specifications such that they may be modified for use in 3GPP2 [3GPP/OP#8(02)06]  This request was endorsed by the Partners and each was requested to provide a letter of copyright release.

Decision OP8/9:
Copyright release to be granted by 3GPP OPs to 3GPP2 for those specifications relevant to the harmonised core network [3GPP/OP#8(02)06].
Action OP8/3:
Secretary to provide a template letter giving copyright release for 3GPP specifications to 3GPP2, for use by each 3GPP OP.
Correspondence has now been received from the 3GPP2 Heads of Delegation requesting that copyright release be granted for 3GPP Release 7 specifications.

Proposal

It is proposed that the 3GPP Heads of Delegation provide a letter to the 3GPP2 Heads of Delegation, based on exactly the same text as used previously.  For convenience, a model of that letter prepared for ETSI use in available at Annex A. (Please note that 21.101 v7 is not yet available)
