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Abstract

This contribution presents two outline internet draft for discussion. The drafts have common content, except that one will contain the 24.228 Registration flows in an annex, and the other will contain the 24.228 Session Establishment flows in an annex. While the RFC will be in text format, it is the intention that the annexes will only be in PDF or postscript format.

The aim of the draft is to present 3GPP material to IETF SIP working group at an early stage in its preparation, in order to stimulate responses on the usage (and abusage) of SIP.

In addition, as a candidate informational RFC, the material can be used as the basis for an IANA registration of new SIP names, e.g. the Path header.

The material will be submitted by the named authors on their own behalf,

Within reason, other authors are welcome to attach their names; note that this does imply a willingness to respond to questions raised by the IETF SIP working group. While much discussion will occur on the SIP mailing list, the intention is to present these drafts to the IETF Minneapolis meeting in March 2001.
