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Introduction



One of the items being specified in TS 24.229 is the PDU specification for SIP headers used in SIP methods supported in the IM subsystem. This contribution proposes updates to the PDU specifications in TS 24.229 for the Record-Route header.

Discussion

The approach proposed in this contribution is to identify, for every table in TS 24.229, the usage of Record-Route. The usage is specified using the methodology described in section 5.1 of TS 24.229. Since there are a large number of tables in TS 24.229, the following methodology has been employed in this contribution. 

1. For each unique Profile Status entry that applies to Record-Route, a table is created showing the header name, the sending status fields and the receiving status fields. 

2. If the Profile Status entry is different for different methods, multiple tables will be created, one per each unique Profile Status. 

3. For each tables, the sub-clauses in TS 24.229 that apply will be identified. 

An example of this methodology follows. 

The Record-Route header is not applicable for the following tables in TS 24.229: 

· REGISTER method (TS 24.229, section 5.5.3.11): Tables 5.331, 5.336, 5.338 and 5.339.

The Record-Route entry in those tables would be replaced with the following entry:
