Service Information

Service Information is an optional part of a Filter Criteria, which is a string of information. If it is available from the Filter Criteria the S-CSCF shall include it into the body of the SIP request which is sent from the S-CSCF to the AS to which the Filter Criteria is pointing to. Service Information shall only be included for requests such as REGISTER for which the S-CSCF acts as a User Agent Client with a separate dialog between S-CSCF and AS. Service Information is not processed, analysed or evaluated by the S-CSCF.
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
