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1. Overall Description:

T3 thanks SA1 for their LS concerning usage of the EFECC in both the CS and PS domains.  T3 has considered the issue.

SA1 wrote that:

It is felt that as an interim measure, a SIP-URI for an emergency call might be constructed from the emergency number(s) in the EFECC by having the terminal construct the form tel(nnn) for the URI if the call is to be placed in the PS domain.

It is thought by T3, as the ISIM is used to access IMS over the PS domain, that the definition of an optional EFECC is needed within the ISIM. This would be useful also if there is a standalone ISIM on a UICC, i.e. if an USIM is not present.

Please note that in case a USIM is present with its own EFECC, this would not require necessarily more memory, as it is possible to share content between the two EFECCs.

Accordingly, T3 has prepared a CR to TS 31.103, see Tdoc T3-040088 attached. This CR would be proposed for approval at T3#31.

T3 would welcome comments of SA1 and CN1 on this CR. Also T3 respectfully asks SA1 and CN1 to take the appropriate actions within their specifications if needed.
