Overall Description:

CN1 thanks T1 for their LS on Permissibility of Separate RRC Connections for Sequential CS and PS Registration.

CN1 has discussed the questions raised by T1 and is of the view that, as the behaviour of RRC is defined by RAN2, it would be more appropriate for TSG RAN W2 to provide a response.

CN1 notes that from a CN protocol point of view there is no requirement for the UE to use separate RRC connections for the two registration procedures but neither is there a requirement to use a single RRC connection. As it is the network which controls the release of the RRC connection the assumption is that either case is possible.
CN1 see no reason why the UE needs to take any special actions if separate RRC connections are used, e.g.,  to indicate to the UTRAN that the first RRC connection is being released locally after the CS registration procedure.
