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Reason for change:

When the GPRS signaling test cases were originally written it had been expected that the mobile test mode would include the facility to trigger specific number of data blocks in a manner and format that could be controlled. This lead to additional test requirements being used with respect to the transfer of uplink data. 

Now that these test mode facilities have been removed would it not be possible to change test cases (and macros) to accommodate the fact that it may only be possible for as mobile to trigger data is from an application. This would mean the removal of specific test requirements and method points that were not necessary in the proving of the test purpose. For example there are many occasions where it is necessary for the mobile to generate enough data to exercise a given sequence. To ensure this the expected sequence will call for ‘n’ number of uplink data blocks and terminate the test case with the completion of a “Uplink Data Transfer” macro. It would be, in light of the test mode change, easier to call for a sufficient number of data blocks (maybe include a minimum) and then to leave it to the implementation of the test case to terminate the unwanted data blocks. Specific numbers of uplink data blocks is usually only a guideline not a requirement. However it is worded as to call for a test method / requirement that is not necessary. Also within the default macros there are comments that must be interpreted as test requirements. If there is a “test case” that needs a requirement from a data transfer macro would it not be better to detail it within the “test method”? This would be a more secure means as macros maybe changed at a latter date thus removing or changing the test requirement.
