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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the LS on the cast type indication and MAC agreements. RAN1 would like to inform the following agreements and conclusions that may be related to the LS in R2-2004082:
	Agreements:

· For groupcast HARQ feedback, SCI explicitly indicates either Option 1 or Option 2 is to be used.

Agreements:

· SCI format 2-A includes a 2-bit information field providing an explicit indication for the cast type
Conclusion:

· It is feasible from L1 signaling perspective to use Groupcast option 1 (i.e., NACK only feedback) when Zone ID or Communication range requirement is not provided, if RAN2 decides to support this operation.

· No action in RAN1 unless RAN2 informs RAN1 about their decision (to support or not)

· Note that if RAN2 decides to support it, RAN1 needs to further discuss 


For the questions RAN2 asked in the LS, RAN1 answers are as follows: 

Q1: Will the corresponding cast type be always indicated by SCI?

A1: Yes. The cast type (broadcast, groupcast, unicast) of a transport block is always indicated via SCI. 
Q2: If the cast type is indicated by SCI, how is the corresponding cast type used by an Rx UE?
A2: In RAN1 specifications, the cast type indication is one of the parameters used by an RX UE to identify the location of the associated PSFCH resource.
2. Actions:
