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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG1 received an LS from RAN WG4 in the document R4-2120047 that includes the following two issues to be discussed during the past RAN1#108-e meeting:
· First, regarding the correct parameter which is used to define the maximum power of PSSCH/PSCCH for V2X, and

· Second, whether the aforementioned parameter should be associated with or without a serving cell on the NR V2X carrier, including three different options to be selected from RAN1.
On this regard, RAN1 already provided RAN4 a corresponding reply in LS R1-2202816 including:
· In response to the first issue, the parameter to be used is sl-MaxTransPower.
· For the second issue, the option to be used from RAN WG1 perspective is Option 1, i.e., the parameter can be associated either with a serving cell or without a serving cell, and it can be configured separately with p-max for Uu.
Prior to RAN1#109-e meeting, an incoming LS from RAN WG2 included in R2-2203687 has been received by RAN WG1 about this same issue, including the following answer from RAN WG2 perspective to the mentioned second issue:

	Answer 2:

In RAN2 specification, there is no restriction on the configuration of sl-MaxTransPower and p-max, and we can leave the final decision to RAN1.




We would like to indicate to RAN WG4 that the decision in RAN WG1 has already been taken and that the selected option is the following: 
· The parameter sl-MaxTransPower can be associated either with a serving cell or without a serving cell, and it can be configured separately with p-max for Uu, i.e., Option 1, from the options initially indicated by RAN WG4 in their LS.
2. Actions: RAN1 kindly requests RAN4 to take the above information into consideration for their future work.
