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	Reason for change:
	At the RAN1#109-e meeting, it was agreed that A-CSI multiplexing on a slot of TBoMS with UL-SCH is supported and it is FFS on which slot of the single TBoMS is selected for A-CSI multiplexing. Note that as defined in NR Rel-15, when A-CSI is carried by PUSCH repetition type A, A-CSI is only multiplexed on the first PUSCH repetition. 
Following same design principle, when A-CSI is carried by TBoMS, A-CSI report is only multiplexed on the first slot for the TBoMS transmission with and without repetition. Note that if A-CSI is multiplexed in the first slot for TBoMS, this may result in certain performance degradation due to puncturing of systematic bits. However, this issue may be alleviated with appropriate resource allocation, e.g., by adjusting beta offset and amount of resource allocated for A-CSI transmission.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	For A-CSI multiplexing on TBoMS with UL-SCH, A-CSI is multiplexed on the first slot of N⋅K slots determined for TBoMS transmission, where N is the number of slots used for TBS determination and K is the number of repetitions of a single TBoMS.
