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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in R2-2306898 on L1 measurements for LTM and provide feedback. 

RAN2 has asked RAN1 the following:

RAN2 asks RAN1 to provide the RRC parameters that are part of the L1 RS configuration and the supported association(s) of reporting instances and LTM candidate cells (i.e., see last RAN2 agreement).

Regarding L1 RS configuration for LTM measurements:
· RAN1 has agreed that the SSB is supported for L1 intra-frequency measurement and L1 inter-frequency measurement. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Based on the conclusion in RAN#100, and the update to WID RP-231475, only SSB-based L1 measurement is supported in Rel-18.
· RAN1 will provide a list of RRC parameters for LTM after RAN1#114.

Regarding association(s) of reporting instances and LTM candidate cells
· RAN1 has made a working assumption that the number of reported cells in a SSB-based L1-RSRP measurement report is configurable, with a value of [1], 2, 3, or 4. This can include some or all of the configured candidate cells.
· It is up to the UE to select the cells to report.
· The inclusion of current SpCell in the L1 measurement report is configurable.
· Relevant RAN1 agreement, working assumption and conclusion are included below.

Working Assumption
· For the beam selection for SSB based L1-RSRP measurement report,
· For the value of M, L 
· the RRC configured candidate values are: 
· M = 1, 2, 3, 4
· L = [1], 2, 3, 4
· Note: the maximum value of M*L and combination of M and L is up to UE capability

Agreement
· For the beam selection for SSB based L1-RSRP measurement report,
· The inclusion of current SpCell in the L1 measurement report is configurable.
· new UE capability(ies) are introduced and details can be discussed in UE feature

Conclusion
· For the beam selection for SSB based L1-RSRP measurement report, except SpCell is configured to be included, 
· the selection of cells for the L1 measurement report is up to UE implementation.
· the selection of beams per cell for the L1 measurement report is the same as legacy behaviour.
