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Introduction
[bookmark: _Ref494215420]During RAN1#114, RAN1 discussed on Type-II codebook refinement for CJT mTRP, Type-II codebook refinement for high/medium UE velocities exploiting time-domain correlation/Doppler-domain information, and UE reporting of time-domain channel properties (TDCP) measured via CSI-RS for tracking [1]. During the meeting, most issues have been resolved or concluded. 
In this contribution, we provide our views on some other remaining issues.

Discussion
[bookmark: _GoBack]Regarding CBSR for Type-II codebook refinement for CJT mTRP, the corresponding agreements are captured in section 5.2.2.2.8 of the endorsed CR [2] as follows.
