RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS on SL positioning MAC agreements.
RAN1 would like to respond to the question from RAN2 as follows.
Q: RAN2 would like to ask RAN1 whether the following cases are possible 
· Higher layer provides the SL-PRS priority when SL-PRS is triggered by peer UE’s lower layer’s signalling
· Lower layer signalling provides the SL-PRS priority when SL-PRS is triggered by peer UE’s lower layer signalling


RAN1’s response: For the case when SL PRS is triggered by peer UE’s lower layer’s signalling, RAN1 made the following agreements during RAN1 #112bis-e and RAN1 #113 meetings:
	Agreement
In Scheme 2, with regards to the triggering of SL-PRS,
· Support SL-PRS transmission triggering at the physical layer by the UE’s own higher layers
· Working assumption: Support UE-A to request UE-B to transmit SL-PRS via lower layer signaling sent by UE-A. 
· Up to UE-B’s own higher layers to transmit SL-PRS in response to the lower layer request from UE-A
· FFS: Lower layer signaling corresponds to SCI, MAC-CE, or SL-PRS
Agreement
In Scheme 2, with regards to the triggering of SL-PRS, confirm the related WA for shared and dedicated resource pools.
· With regards to the lower-layer signalling, support SCI associated with SL-PRS transmission
· FFS: whether this is enabled by (pre)configuration
· FFS: to support also SL-PRS



As can be seen from the above agreements, the decision on transmission of SL PRS in response to the lower layer signalling sent by a requesting UE (“UE-A” in RAN1 agreement) is up to the higher layers of the requested UE (“UE-B” in RAN1 agreement). Thus, the first case in RAN2’s list wherein higher layer provides the SL PRS priority would be consistent with RAN1’s decision and feasible in Rel-18.    
In contrast, since the decision to transmit SL PRS in response to a received request is up to the higher layer of the requested UE (UE-B), the case wherein lower layer provides the SL PRS priority is not considered from RAN1’s perspective. Further, RAN1 does not intend to define any UE behavior or procedures corresponding to the second case in Rel-18.
