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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN4 for the question in LS in R4-2314692 on power scaling and PHR in 38.213 and would like to provide the following response. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]For the case listed by RAN4, the actually achievable maximum power is less than Pcmax,f,c value derived via reported power class. However, the maximum configured power Pcmax,f,c is achievable when TPMIs other than 0 and 1 are indicated to the 2Tx UE. It is RAN1’s understanding that PHR is reported by the UE to inform the network about difference between the configured maximum transmit power and the estimated UL power needed. Since TPMI can be dynamically indicated, the power scaling factor  shall not be considered in the PHR calculation.
