1. Overall Description: 
RAN1 thanks RAN2 for their LS related to the support of multiple location estimate instances in a single measurement report and would like to provide a reply to the following questions:
	Q1: For DL-AoD and DL-TDOA, whether the UE capability of supporting multiple location estimate instances in a single measurement report is needed?
Q2: If answer to Q1 is YES, whether to add a new separate Rel-17 UE capability for multiple location estimate instances in LPP UE capability signaling, or to specify that the existing UE capability multiMeasInSameMeasReport can also indicate UE capability for supporting multiple location estimate instances in a single measurement report?



Answer to Q1: Yes, having a UE capability for supporting multiple location estimate instances in a single measurement report is needed. UE-based and UE-assisted positioning have already separate capabilities and are associated with different reporting structures and complexities.

Answer to Q2:  Adding a new separate Rel-17 UE capability for multiple location estimate instances in LPP UE capability signalling is the preferred solution.
