Introduction
In this contribution, we discuss a clarification on CSI reporting in sidelink carrier aggregation.
[bookmark: _Hlk510705081]Discussion
In the RAN2#123bis meeting SL CSI reporting in carrier aggregation was discussed and the following working assumption was made [1]:
Agreements on CSI reporting MAC CE
1. Working assumption: It is up to UE implementation in which carrier the UE sends CSI reporting MAC CE.

However, the work item description on NR sidelink evolution [2] has he following statement: “-	No enhancement related to SCI transmissions on PSCCH/PSSCH, PSFCH transmission, RSRP feedback, CSI feedback and congestion control compared to Rel-16 (i.e., per-carrier operation)”. It seems that RAN2 did not consider the statement in the work item description, but they interpreted the current section 8.5.1.2 of RAN1 TS 38.214 so that triggering of CSI report is limited so that only one aperiodic report can be triggered and be ongoing at a time per UE. 
We propose that 38.214 is modified so that triggering of sidelink CSI reports is limited so that the CSI triggering-UE cannot trigger another CSI report in the same carrier before the completion of the ongoing report. Below is a text proposal to modify section 8.5.1.2 of 38.214.

	[bookmark: _Toc29673256][bookmark: _Toc29673397][bookmark: _Toc29674390][bookmark: _Toc36645621][bookmark: _Toc45810671][bookmark: _Toc146791897]Reason for change: The current specification implies that only one CSI report per UE can be triggered and be ongoing at a time but according to the work item description Rel-16 operation should be applied per carrier.
Summary of change: Section 8.5.1.2 is modified so that the CSI-triggering UE cannot trigger another CSI report in the same carrier before completion of the ongoing CSI report.
Consequences if not approved: Specification may be interpreted so that only one CSI report per UE can be triggered and be ongoing at a time.

8.5.1.2	Triggering of sidelink CSI reports
The CSI-triggering UE is not allowed to trigger another aperiodic CSI report for the same UE in the same carrier before the last slot of the expected reception or completion of the ongoing aperiodic CSI report associated with the SCI format 2-A or 2-C with the 'CSI request' field set to 1, where the last slot of the expected reception of the ongoing aperiodic CSI report is given by [10, TS38.321].
An aperiodic CSI report is triggered by an SCI format 2-A or 2-C with the 'CSI request' field set to 1. 
A UE is not expected to transmit a sidelink CSI-RS and a sidelink PT-RS which overlap.




Proposal: Adopt the text proposal above to TS 38.214 to clarify that UE is not allowed to trigger another CSI report in the same carrier before the completion of the ongoing CSI report.
Conclusion
In this contribution we have discussed a change to TS 38.214 to clarify UE behaviour related to triggering of aperiodic CSI reports. We have the following proposal:
Proposal: Adopt the text proposal above to TS 38.214 to clarify that UE is not allowed to trigger another CSI report in the same carrier before the completion of the ongoing CSI report.
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
