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RAN 1 would like to ask RAN4's opinion about HSDPA UE test for 10, 15 codes UE. 

Current CQI table specified in TS25.214 is different among 5 codes UE, 10 codes UE, 15 codes UE and QPSK only capable UE. The reason of this is to avoid the power offset as much as possible because the power offset definition is not so clear in multi-path condition. But for the reason of CQI table is testable in real UE, CQI table for some categories have power offset.

During RAN1#29, there was a comment that 5 code UE's CQI table could be reused to 10, 15 codes UE although this is not technically optimal but probably reduce the RAN4 work relating CQI and would help completion of HSDPA specification.

Therefore RAN1 would like to ask RAN4's feedback whether to reuse CQI table for 5 codes UE to 10 and 15 codes UE reduce the RAN4's work. And RAN1 would like to ask RAN4's feedback whether such simplification is acceptable from RAN4's point of view.
