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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS reply R2-083785/ R1-082773 LS on ICIC Signaling regarding RSRP measurement with ICIC trigger.

RAN1 has reviewed the questions by RAN2 and would like to answer the questions and provide some clarification or background information.

Q1 (RAN2):: RAN2 kindly asks RAN1 to indicate if the existing measurement report, triggered when the neighboring cell becomes offset better than the serving cell is sufficient for ICIC in Rel-8
Answer: 1. This is not seen as sufficient.

Second, a simple improvement to the existing measurement reporting would be to introduce an event for neighboring cell becomes offset worse than the serving cell. This would allow the UE to report that it has left the area in which it may cause interference for a specific base station. RAN2 would like to have RAN1 opinion on if this would be sufficient for ICIC purposes.

Answer: 2. This is also not sufficient. As shown in the attached document it shall be clarified to RAN2 that reporting “UE is in the cell border” is not sufficient. More over it is essential to know the relative strength of the interfering or interfered neighbor cells in relation to each other.
Answer: 3. The issue that all these reports for ICIC are not used for not scheduled UEs should be addressed. The intention of this additional activity criterion is that the reporting load is reduced. Here RAN1 feels that this intention can also not be realized by the RAN2 proposals in Question 1.
Q2 (RAN2): RAN2 kindly asks RAN1 to indicate if a having triggers for both neighboring cell becomes offset better than the serving cell and when neighboring cell becomes offset worse than the serving cell would be sufficient for ICIC in Rel-8.

Answer: 4. As said above this is not the case for ICIC in Rel. 8.
Finally, RAN2 has discussed a solution outlined in RAN1 LS, in which the UE starts periodic reporting based on event that neighboring cell becomes offset better than the serving cell (event-triggered periodic reporting), and the RRC measurement events are restricted based on information from MAC. This solution would cause significant complexity in RAN2 specifications, but could be introduced if deemed necessary by RAN1 analysis.

Answer: 5. The last discussed solution discussed by RAN2 seems truly necessary as also explained in the attachment.

2. Actions:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to take the RAN1 information above into account for their specification work of the RSRP triggers for Intercell Interference Coordination. 
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
