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1 Introduction
In MC HSPA, UE is configured with at most one carrier for the SPS HS-PDSCH resource. But how to allocate the SPS resource to UE needs further clarification. Does NodeB use the HS-SCCHs on the same carrier with the SPS HS-PDSCH? This question is discussed in the contribution. The related clarification is suggested.
2 How to allocate SPS HS-PDSCH resource to UE
For a multi-carrier UE, the SPS resource is allocated on at most one carrier of the UE. But how to send the SPS HS-PDSCH resource allocation information to the UE is not stated clearly. The UE have HS-SCCHs on the different carriers. The SPS HS-PDSCH resource allocation information can be sent to the UE through the following two methods:
(1) Method 1: The HS-SCCHs on the same carrier with the SPS HS-PDSCH are used to allocate and release the SPS HS-PDSCH resource to the UE.

(2) Method 2: Any HS-SCCCH on any carrier can be used to allocate and release the SPS HS-PDSCH resource to the UE.

Method 1 is simple and easy to implement. Method 2 is flexible and complicated. From the simple and easy point of view, method 1 is suggested.
Based on the above analysis, the following clarification is suggested.

Clarification 1: The HS-SCCHs on the same carrier with the SPS HS-PDSCH are used to allocate and release the SPS HS-PDSCH resource to the UE.
3 Conclusion
It’s not clear that which HS-SCCHs are used to send the SPS HS-PDSCH resource allocation information to the UE. The following clarification is suggested in the contribution. 
Clarification 1: The HS-SCCHs on the same carrier with the SPS HS-PDSCH are used to allocate and release the SPS HS-PDSCH resource to the UE.
