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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG1 has discussed Further Enhancements for Cell_FACH during RAN1 #69 and has confirmed the following working assumption regarding the Common E-RGCH based Interference Control sub-feature:

· The decision to monitor a neighbor cell’s common E-RGCH is performed once per CELL_FACH session. A session is defined as from the time the UE is allocated a common E-DCH resource to the time the UE releases this resource.
In addition, RAN1 has made the following agreements:
· For the reduction in timing of the initial access sub-feature, if the UE fails to obtain an access slot in the first 8 access slot, it will try to obtain an access slot in the next 7 access slot starting after the first 8th access slot.
· When an order for network triggered HS-DPCCH is received, the UE selects the next available access slot for initial access.
A set of draft CRs were also discussed and are attached for information. It should be noted that the CRs are a work in progress and are likely to be updated based on RAN2 agreements.

RAN WG1 kindly asks RAN WG2 take the above information and agreements into account when specifying Further Enhancements to CELL_FACH.
