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1. Overall Description:

The mapping of the PDSCH to the resource elements in a subframe depends on whether or not the subframe is configured for paging messages. It is critical for correct decoding of the data channel that the eNodeB and UE has the same interpretation of the mapping of the PDSCH, and therefore it is critical for the decoding of the PDSCH that a UE and an eNodeB has the same interpretation of the meaning of a subframe being configured for paging messages.

To clarify the interpretation RAN1 has adopted a change to the RAN1 specifications, R1-122838, to clarify that “a subframe configured for paging” should in this context mean “a subframe configured for paging for any UE with the cell-specific paging configuration”. 

It is RAN1’s understanding that in the context of PDSCH resource element mapping and for the mapping of the CSI-RS, the interpretation of “a subframe configured for paging for any UE with the cell-specific paging configuration” is:

“a subframe with a subframe index equal to any of the paging occasions associated with the configured Ns, as listed in Section 7.2 of 3GPP TS36.304, and wherein the subframe occurs within a radio frame with SFN satisfying, SFN mod (T/N) = 0. For definitions of Ns, T, and N, see Section 7.1 in 3GPP TS36.304”

However, to RAN1’s understanding the above interpretation has not been captured in the RAN2’s specification, where only the paging occasions and paging frame valid for a particular UE is captured. Due to the critical impact the above interpretation has on the PDSCH decoding, RAN1 kindly asks RAN2 to ensure that the notion of “a subframe configured for paging for any UE with the cell-specific paging configuration” is sufficiently well captured in the RAN2 specifications.
