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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the liaison statement “LS to RAN1 on beam failure recovery” (R1-1801320/R2-1801570).
Q1: RAN2 asks RAN1 to clarify the principles of “beam-failure instance” counter maintenance, as well as the associated expected parameters and information/events received from the physical layer.
Answer 1: RAN1 will define non-beam failure instance indications to MAC, i.e., option 1.
Q2: Can RAN1 clarify the exact role and usage of the beamFailureRecoveryTimer?
Answer 2: RAN1 has made the following agreements with respect to the beamFailureRecoveryTimer
Agreement:

Behavior of Beam-failure-recovery-Timer

· Start Beam-failure-recovery-Timer upon beam failure detection event declared by UE

· Stop Beam-failure-recovery-Timer upon reception of gNB response for beam failure recovery request transmission

Include as part of LS to RAN2

Agreement: 

· From RAN1 perspective, contention-free PRACH-based beam failure recovery is considered unsuccessful when one of the following conditions is met

· Upon expiry of Beam-failure-recovery-Timer 

· Upon reaching max. # of BFRQ transmissions

Include as part of LS to RAN2
RAN1 is not planning to elaborate on the timer functionality, and respectfully asks RAN2 to integrate the beamFailureRecoveryTimer with the random access and RLM/RLF procedures.
Q3: RAN2 would like to know promptly from RAN1 if and how they envision supporting BFR in CA.
Answer 3:

Since reporting over the PCell or PSCell can be configured in CA, beam failure recovery on SCell is considered as an optimization, which is not supported in Release-15.
