1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the liaison statement “LS on the design of PRACH table” R1-1805803(R2-1806227) and provides the following answer.

[bookmark: _Hlk513649241]Answer: RAN1 supports RAN2’s agreements on the design of PRACH table and on increasing the number of bits from 3 to 4 to indicate the RACH occasion for PRACH transmission. It should be clarified that the allowed RACH occasion indicated by the PRACH mask index is the available RACH occasions within the SSB to RACH occasion mapping period. When configuring PRACH mask index with a value of 0, 9 or 10, if there are multiple RACH occasions on frequency domain for UE to transmit PRACH, the common understanding is that the UE will randomly select one of the RACH occasion for PRACH transmission.
