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1.Document format for Release-16 UE feature list
In RAN2#107bis, RAN2 has started discussions on the work-plan on handling the Rel-16 UE capability and as part of that, has the following requests on the Release-16 UE feature list:

· RAN2 no longer uses the ‘type’ definition from R2-1712078 from the UE feature list document. The granularity that RAN2 uses for this is defined in TS38.306[2] (pasted below for convenience). RAN2 requests that the ‘type’ definition from UE features should be based on the granularity of 1) Per UE or 2) Per Band or 3) Per BC or 4) Per FS or 5) Per FSPC as explained below:
From TS38.306: UE capability parameters have hierarchical structure. In the table of UE capability parameter in subsequent clauses, "Per" indicates the level the associated parameter is included. "UE" in the column indicates the associated parameter is signalled per UE, "Band" indicates it is signalled per band, "BC" indicates it is signalled per band combination, "FS" indicates it is signalled per feature set (per band per band combination), "FSPC" indicates it is signalled per feature set per component carrier (per CC per band per band combination), and "FD" in the column indicates to refer the associated field description.
· Following the above granularity, RAN2 requests that all the UE features fall into one of the above categories uniquely, for example, some UE features which are categorized as ‘Per FSPC’ are not defined to be applicable across all CCs

· RAN2 requests that RAN1 and RAN4 provide more detailed information for the field ‘Consequences if the feature is not supported by the UE’, i.e., to have this field filled with relevant information so RAN2 can specify what is the expected behaviour if the field is absent in the UE capability message (e.g. indicate the default capability that network should assume where applicable)

· RAN2 has sent an LS (R2-1911858) seeking guidance on how the FDD/TDD and/or FR1/FR2 capability should be interpreted by the gNB for the cases where a mixture of FDD/TDD and/or FR1/FR2 CA is configured to the UE and requests similar input to the Release-16 feature lists where applicable.

· RAN2 has listed below the fields that are useful for RAN2 from UE feature list and would like to leave it up to RAN1 and RAN4 to decide which of the rest of the fields would be provided in the Release-16 UE feature list.
· Work Item Name or Feature
· Index

· Feature Group
· Component

· Pre-requisite feature group

· Need for the gNB to know if the feature is supported
· Need for the UE to know if the feature is supported (only for V2X WI, where the PC5-RRC capability signalling is delivered between the UEs)
· Consequence if the feature is not supported by the UE

· Type (used as per the definition above)

· Need of TDD/FDD differentiation

· Need of FR1/FR2 differentiation
· Capability interpretation for mixture of FDD/TDD and/or FR1/FR2 (as requested above)
· Notes/Remarks/Comments
