[bookmark: OLE_LINK203][bookmark: OLE_LINK204]RAN2 discussed Bandwidth Combination Set (BCS) of a fallback band combination. The supported channel bandwidths for a specific band of a fallback BC regarding the BCS are determined by the supported BCS ID(s) (defined in RAN4 for the fallback BC) of the fallback BC, in which the BCS ID(s) is explicitly signalleds for the super BC. UE needs to report a different fallback BC with more BCS ID(s) according to the channel bandwidths of the super BC if the supported channel bandwidths for a band of the fallback BC corresponding to the same BCS ID are less than that in the super BC.
Thus, it is beneficial from signalling perspective that the channel bandwidths for a band of a fallback band combination defined for all possible BCS ID(s) should be no less than that of the super band combination.
